Numbers 21:4-5 (GN) "...On the way the people lost their patience
and spoke against God and Moses. They complained..."

Proverbs 19:2 (GN) "Impatience will get you into trouble."

Psalms 37:7-8 (LB) "Rest in the Lord; wait patiently for Him to act ...
Don't fret and worry -- it only leads to harm."

Ecclesiastes 3:11 (GN) "God has set the right time for everything."

3. Don't




Numbers 14:2-4 "All the Israelites grumbled against Moses... "If only
we had died in Egypt! ... We should choose a leader and go
back to Egypt."

Galatians 6-9 (Mof) "Let us never grow tired of doing what's right,
for if we do not faint, we'll reap a harvest at the right time."

Psalm 106:7-8 (GN), 13 (LB) "They forgot the many times God
showed them his love, and they rebelled ... at the Red Sea. But
He saved them as He promised... But they quickly forgot again!

Psalm 103:2 (LLB) "I will bless the Lord and not forget the great things
He does for me."
