BENEFITS OF BEING GENTLE

1. GENTLENESS

Proverbs 15:1 (NIV) “A gentle answer turns away wrath, but a harsh word
stirs up anger.”

Ecclesiastes 10:4 (NLT) “If your boss is angry with you, don’t quit! A quiet,
gentle spirit can overcome even great mistakes.”

2. GENTLENESS

1 Corinthians 4:13 (NLT) “We respond gently when evil things are said
about us.”

Titus 2:8 (LB) “Your conversation should be so sensible that anyone who
wants to argue will be ashamed because there won’t be anything to
criticize in anything you say!”

2 Timothy 2:24-25 (NIV/LB) “The Lord's servant must never quarrel;
instead, he must be kind and gentle with everyone, He must be able
to teach effectively and be patient with difficult people Those who
oppose him he must gently instruct, in the hope that God will grant
them repentance leading them to know the truth.”
