Colossians 3:13, 15 (Ph) "Be patient and tolerant with one
another, always ready to forgive if you have a difference with
anyone ... for you were called to live as one united body, and
always be thankful."

1 Thessalonians 1:2-3 (GN) "We always thank God for you ...
how you put your faith into practice, and how your love made
you work so hard..."
